The time spent together is non-threatening and offers a
great opportunity to share the joys and sorrows brought on by life’s experiences.
Someone once said, “Sorrows shared are halved, while joys shared are
doubled.” LifeGroups is “love in action” and should be a part of everyone’s
weekly schedule.

Why is a Group Full?

A group may be full for several reasons. First, it is our intention to keep the
groups small so that relationships can become as personal as possible. Thus we
have to limit the number of people in each group. Second, the group’s goal may
be not to grow numerically but to produce leaders to lead another group. Thus
they may only selectively allow potential leaders to come into the group. Third, if
the group’s goal is for the group to grow numerically and then multiply into two
groups, they may be waiting for an intern to join their group to lead the second

group so that they can grow.
